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the accession process of Ukraine and two other countries marks a significant strategic
move following the outbreak of the Ukraine crisis in 2022. This decision is primarily
driven by three considerations: responding to geopolitical upheavals and competing
with Russia for regional dominance; strengthening the EU’s competence and promoting
European strategic autonomy through expansion; and aiming for institutional
restructuring of Ukraine and other potential new members in the long term. While the
EU has started accession negotiations with Ukraine and Moldova and granted Georgia
candidate status, the three countries are still far from becoming full EU members. The
new round of EU enlargement faces numerous challenges including a high threshold
for accession, the rise of far-right and populist forces in some member countries, and
internal disagreements within the EU. This will make the enlargement process lengthy

and complex.

Security Governance in the Horn of Africa and China’s Initiative

The Horn of Africa is one of the most unstable and crisis-ridden regions in the world,
facing various forms of intra-state and inter-state conflicts as well as international
security threats for many years. Since the outbreak of the Red Sea crisis, the security
challenges and risks in the Horn of Africa region have continued to intensify, further
exposing the existing security issues in the region. Both at the international and regional
levels, there is no shortage of governance measures to address the security dilemma
in the Horn of Africa. However, the existing governance model has failed to identify
the root causes of conflicts and ignored regional countries’ demand for independent
peacekeeping, thus unable to effectively address the security governance deficit in the
region. Under the guidance of the Global Security Initiative, China’s proposal of the

Development Trends and Prospects of India’s Semiconductor Industry

By exaggerating the conflict of values and hyping up the issue of supply chain security,
the United States is pushing forward the so-called “democratic technology alliance”
based on a geopolitical agenda. As an important target of the US charm offensive, India
has taken multiple measures to actively develop its own semiconductor industry. The
moves aim to facilitate the country’s industrial transition and strengthen the resilience
of its supply chain, while taking advantage of the US strategic competition against
China. India has made some progress in improving the ecosystem of its semiconductor
industry, but due to constraints such as insufficient supporting conditions, uncertainties
in the degree of assistance from the US, and its own supply chain dependence on
China, India’s semiconductor development still has a long way to go. Despite this,
the US squeeze in the upstream of the supply chain and the catch-up of India in the
downstream of the supply chain may put China’s semiconductor industry under

simultaneous pressure in both directions.
