This has significantly advanced Africa’s
independent exploration in achieving regional integration and national modernization, providing the prerequisites for the
revival of socialism in Africa. Along historical line, an examination of the characteristics and significance of the unity and
self-reliance of the six sister parties in the fields of politics, economy, security and foreign relations will help our analysis of
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the world unseen in a century from a concrete and empirical research perspective.
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The intrinsic mechanism behind the frequent initiation of wars by the United States can be explained through the
concept of war capitalism. American war capitalism refers to the use of war expenditures to alleviate periodic economic
crises and attempts to maintain global hegemony through this means. It originates from the theories of “ military
Keynesianism” and the “permanent war economy” during World War II, manifesting as “Pentagon capitalism” and the
alienation of states into “war companies”. American war capitalism not only exacerbates economic and social contradictions
within the United States, posing a long — term threat to world prosperity and stability, but also challenges the peaceful

international environment needed for the great rejuvenation of the Chinese nation.

The Logic of Predatory Accumulation of Financial Capital and the Mechanism of Its Crisis

In the transition of Western capitalism from the dominance of general capital to the dominance of financial capital, the
focus of capital accumulation has shifted from productive to non-productive accumulation. Productive accumulation refers to
the accumulation of surplus value through the exploitation of unpaid labor by workers in the production sector. Non-
productive accumulation refers to the accumulation of surplus value through means such as violence and speculation in the

distribution sector. Predatory accumulation, as the current manifestation of non-productive accumulation in contemporary
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
